Itis our fervent hope
and prayer that we will be able to spend more time reach-
ing out to the world in missionary endeavors than having to
deal with property issues and watch as godly Bishops and
Priests are deposed tearing at the very fabric of our exist-
ence. Stand firm then and rejoice with those who first wit-
nessed His resurrection from the dead. Alleluia!

Much is happening in the Parish in the coming months and
all the information is in this newsletter which covers the
months of April and May.

Amongst the most exciting of these is the introduction of the
Parish Nurse program. Jenny Henderson joins us this month
under the auspices of the Trinity Parish Nurse Program and
we look forward to her ministry amongst us.

My name is
Jenny Henderson and | am your
new Parish Nurse. | am avail-
able to assist you with health
teaching, health counseling,
social support, advocacy,
referral, and the use of reli-
gious resources within the
church for healing. 1 will blend my personal spiritual
gifts with my professional nursing education to pro-
vide this ministry. 1 will be taking parish nurse classes
through Trinity Health System.

The partnership between the health system and
local congregations provides enhancement and provi-
sion of holistic health. Currently, there are 56 churches
from 16 denominations participating in the program.
The mission of the parish nurse program includes
challenging the nursing profession to reclaim spiritual
dimensions of nursing care, challenging the health care
system to provide whole person care, and challenging
the faith community to revitalize its healing mission.

Parish nursing really began in the medieval church
with health ministry. The parish nurse model was

The program continues to grow and is now under
the umbrella of Trinity’s Visiting Nurse and Home-
maker Association. The relationship between the
medical center, church, pastor, nurse, and parishioners
makes this program a special healing ministry. With
more and more health care taking place in the commu-
nity, the parish nurse can help parishioners with
education, resources, and holistic health practices.

I am looking forward to meeting you all and
ministering to your health needs.
