Many of us are looking forward to gather-
ing together for an inspirational evening
of fellowship each Friday evening during
Lent.

Later, pictures or carvings where
placed on the walls of churches, so that all Christians could
rehearse the events of Christ’s passion, without actually trav-
eling to the Holy Land. At Christ Church, each of the four-
teen stations is represented by a bronze wall carving, de-
picting a scene from Christ’s passion.  At  each station, the
leader summarizes the event depicted and the congregation
responds with a brief devotional prayer from the printed
liturgy.

Our program this year will be presented by Fran & Marilyn
Riley and is entitled “
Finding Peace in a Time
of Turmoil”.  Fran and
Marilyn have much to
share with us and I trust
make each and every
Friday evening during
Lent a time of growth
and spiritual refresh-
ment.
